Prevention Training Options
Step Up! (60 min): This program is a prosocial behavior and
bystander intervention program that educates students to be
proactive in helping others.
Sexual Violence Prevention in a Rape-Prone Culture (50 min):
The 101 level of sexual violence and how to be a positive change in
a society that normalizes violence. 
Walk in Their Shoes (60 min): An interactive scenario-based
training that allows students to experience another perspective and
make choices in realistic violence based situations. 
One Love’s Escalation Workshop (90 min): A powerful video and
facilitated discussion that’s a great tool to educate on the
importance of healthy relationships, awareness of disturbing signs,
and inspiration to act when needed. 
SPEAK Certification Training (2 hours): The next step in sexual
violence training, takes a deeper look at the main issues and
strategies for prevention. T-shirt provided for participants who
complete the training!

How to Support a Survivor: 
      • Respond to individuals in crisis
      • Show support and care to survivors on their path to healing
      • Use resources available both on and off campus
Alcohol and Sexual Assault: 
      • Alcohol can affect a person’s ability and awareness 
      • Alcohol can increase the likelihood of assault
      • Positive choices can alter consequences and prevent violence  
Gotta Get Consent: 
      • To learn what consent is and how to give or ask for it
